BLACK   BEAUTY

                           THE  LIFE  OF  A  HORSE  IN  NINETEENTH  CENTURY  ENGLAND

Anna  Sewell  (1820 – 1878)  wrote only  one  novel  during  her  lifetime,  a  book  describing  the  life  of  a  beautiful,  black  horse,  Black  Beauty .  Sewell  was  very  concerned  about  animals  and  used  the  book   to  write  about  the  terrible  treatment  of  horses  in England  at  that  time.  The  book  is  written  from  the  point  of  view  of  the  horse,  which  helps  us  to  understand  the  influence  that  good  and  bad  treatment  had  on  the  horses  of  the  story.  Black  Beauty  had  a  great  effect  on  the       treatment  of  animals  and  changed  the  way  that  people  thought  about  horses.                                                                                                                                              1. Black  Beauty  spent  his  early  years  in  a  picturesque,  green  field  with  his  mother  and  some  other  young  colts.  When  it  was  time  for  him  to  be  trained  to  serve  men,  he  was  gently  and patiently  broken  in  his  master.  He  learned  to  wear a  saddle  and  a  bridle,  and  carry  a  human   quietly  on  his  back.

2. Black  Beauty  learnt  about  the  way  horses  can  suffer  because  of  men  very  early  in  life.  He  witnessed  a  hunting  expedition  in  which  a  horse  was  pushed  too  hard  and  fast   by  an  inexperienced   and  overconfident   rider.  The  consequences  were  tragic.  The  rider   took  a  fall  that killed  him  and  the  fine  horse  broke  his  leg  was  then  shot.                                                                              3. At  his  next  home,  one  of  the  horses  with  whom  he  shared  a  stable  had  the  reputation  of  being  wild  and  aggressive.  This  horse,  Ginger,  said  this  was  because  she  had  been  treated  very  badly  at  a  young  age.  Ginger  was  taken  away  from  her  mother,  not  long  after  birth,  and  was  trained  to  work, in  a  very  rough  manner,  by  men  who  did  not  care  for  horses.  Although  her  new  master  and  his  employees  were  very  kind,  she  could  not  help   being  suspicious  of  men.  
4. Black  Beauty’s  kind  owner  was  forced  to  move  abroad  for  the  sake  of  his  wife’s  health.  This  marked  the  beginning  of  a  string  of  owners  with  different  personalities.  Some  were  well  - intentioned  but  allowed  their  grooms  full  control  of  their  animals.  Unfortunately,  in  Black  Beauty’s  case,  this  often  proved  to  be  harmful.  He  was  often  either  neglected  or  misused.

5. Fortunately, after  some  time  Black  Beauty  was  bought  by  Jerry  Barker,  a  kind  cab  owner.  He  was  treated  very  well  there.  Although  being  a  cab  horse  was  very  hard  work,  Black  Beauty  always  did  his  best  because  he  enjoyed  pleasing  his  master.  Black  Beauty  was  very  well  cared  for.  He  was  given  good  food  to  eat,  a  warm  stable  to  sleep  in  and  lots  of  kind  words.  Black  Beauty  learned  many  things  from  his  new  owner,  such  as  the  advantages  of  not  being  greedy  and  of  being  fair  and  kind  to  all  creatures.  Black  Beauty  spent  a  couple  of  very  happy  years  there.

6. This  pleasant  life  came  to  a  sudden  end  when  Jerry  was  forced  to  sell  his  horses.  After  several  other  owners,  Black  Beauty  was  sold  to  Nicolas  Skinner.  He  had  to  work  every  day  with  no  rest,  insufficient  food  and  poor  accommodation.  Although  he  was  still  a  cab  horse,  it  was  a  different  world.  Black  Beauty’s  various  drivers  would  swear  at  him  and  whip  him.  Eventually,  Black  Beauty  became  very  ill  from  all  this  hard  work  and  bad  treatment.  His  owner  wanted  to  have  him  killed  when  he  could  no  longer  do  the  job.  Luckily,  a  vet  convinced  Skinner  to  allow  Black  Beauty  to  rest  and  recover,  and  then  sell  him,  so  that  he  would  make  a  bigger  profit.  The  owner  agreed  to  have  the  horse’s   life spared,  but  only  for  the  sake  of  money.

7. After  spending   years   on  London’s  streets,  Black  Beauty’s  next  home  was  a  pleasant  farm,  with  a  caring  master.  After  nursing  him  back  to  good  health,  the  farmer  decided  that  Black  Beauty  needed  to  be  in  a  place  more  appropriate  than  a  farm.  He  sold  Black  Beauty  to  two  kind  young  sisters,  who  lived  on  a  pleasant  country  estate  with a  large  green  meadow. Here  the  weary  but  content  horse  finally  found  the  rest  and  peace  of  mind  that  he so  desired  and  deserved.

TITANIC   - the  most  expensive  film  ever  made

                                                     by  Morgan  Curtis

In  April  1912, the  Titanic  1________________________________________  ,   left  Southampton  on  its  maiden  voyage  to  New  York.  On  the  night  of  14th  April,  in  the  icy  waters  of  the  North  Atlantic,  the  supposedly  unsinkable  ship  hit  an  iceberg.  1,513  of  the 2,300  people  on  board  were  killed.

In  1985,  film  director  James  Cameron  saw  a  television  documentary  about  the  Titanic.
The  documentary,  2_________________________________________  ,  contained   haunting  images  of  the  giant  ship  lying  in  peaces  on  the  bed  of  the  North  Atlantic.  Cameron  was busy  with  other  projects  at  the  time,  but  ten  years  later,  he  put  together  a  script  idea  which  would  combine  the  real  disaster  with  a  fictional love  story  between   characters  from  completely  different  backgrounds,  3________________________________________ .
Cameron  presented  his  idea  to  20th  Century – Fox  in  March  1995.  The  director  had  already  spent  an  enormous  £125  million  on  his  film  True  Lies,  4_________________________________________ and  told  the  studio  that  he  estimated  Titanic  would  cost  no  more  than   £80  million.  ‘I  anticipate  that  it  will  be  less  expensive  than  my  last  two  films,’  he  told  Hollywood  reporters.  Studio  bosses  were  interested  and  offered  Cameron  a  contract  to  make  the  film.

Next,  Cameron  decided  that  he  needed  footage  of  the  actual  wreck  itself,  and  chartered  the  Akademmik   Mstislav  Keldysh,  5_____________________________________________ .  The  brilliant  underwater  images  impressed  the  studio,  and  in  May  1996,  they  told  Cameron  that  he  could  procced  with  the  movie.  Cameron  told  them  that  the  costs  had  increased  and  would  now  be  about   $125  million,  6_______________________________________ .   The  studio  chief  objected  and  told  him  to  let  the  costs  get  out  of  hand.  Had  they  known  what  was  going  to  happen,  they  would  probably  have  killed  the  project  off  there  and  then.

The   Spirit   of  London
London  often  gives  an  impression  of  being  more  comfortable  with  its  past  than  its  present.  From  the  world -famous  landmarks  of  St  Paul’s  Cathedral,  Buckingham  Palace  and  the  Tower  of London  to  the  traditional  and  well-loved  double-decker  buses,  the  theatres   and  the  many  grand  hotels,  England’s    capital  offers   visitors  a  journey  through  centuries  of  history.  This  journey  is  even  better  now  that  the  building  works,  which  covered  many  historic  sites,  have  been  taken   down.  Newly  cleaned  and  restored  buildings  are  revealed,  and  the  city  looks  as  if  it  has  been  revitalized.
The  city  has  also  rediscovered  its  river.  The  area  between  the  South  Bank  Arts  Centre,  which  includes  the  National  Theatre,  and  Tower  Bridge,  has  been  brought  back  to  life  and  the  city  has  found  a  new  heart  along  the  forgotten  riverside.  As  you  walk  eastwards  along  the  river  from  Westminster,  you  will  discover  that  old  warehouses   have  been  transformed  into  galleries,  shops  and  clubs.

Across  the  river  from  London  Bridge  is  ‘The  City  of  London’,  the  financial  district  of  the  capital. The  City  has  its  own  historic  delights  such  as  the  15th  century  Guildhall  and  churches  designed  by  Sir  Christopher  Wren.  The  best  way  to  explore  the  City is  on  foot.  For  instance,  you  can   ‘walk  through  the  ages’,  starting  from  Fournier  Street  and  ending  at  the  modern  Lloyd’ s  building  on  Lime  Street .  Remember,  however,  that  in  London  you  are  never  far  away  from  the  past;  the  old-fashioned  red  telephone  boxes  are  becoming  popular  again  and  many  London  pubs  -  where  a  visitor  might  ask  for  a  pint  of  bitter – have  been  restored  to  their  original  Victorian  beauty.  
But  the  capital  is  not  a  historical  theme  park.  It  is  a  lively  and  exciting  metropolis  which  is  well-known  for  its  popular  culture,  music,  clubs,  street  fashion  and  visual  arts.  Today,  many  of  its  wide  variety  of  restaurants  claim  to  be  as  good  as  in  any  other  European  capitals.  For  example,  Marco  Pierre  White’s  highly  recommended  restaurant  at  the  Hide  Park  Hotel  is  a  perfect  example  of  new  English  cuisine  -  unusual,  sophisticated  and  extremely  expensive.  When  it  comes  to  shopping,  Covent  Garden  and   King’s  Road   in  Chelsea  offer  a  mixture  of  reasonably  priced  chainstore  clothing  and  unique  boutiques  selling  everything  from  rare  gear  to  skateboards.  Shoppers  with  full  wallets  and  more  sophisticated  tastes  should  head  for  Knightsbridge,  where  Harrods  and  Harvey  Nichols  compete  to  be  the  most  exclusive  department  store  in  London.

Much  of  London’s  energy  and  originality  is  now  centered  in  Soho,  the  city’s  liveliest  and  most  bohemian  area,  squeezed  in  between   the  department  stores  of  Oxford  Street  and  the  bookshops  of  Charing  Cross  Road.  Soho,  once  considered  one  of  the  dirtiest  and  most  dangerous  parts  of  London,  was  cleaned  up  in  the  early  1980’s.  Today,  with  the  gurgling  cappuccino  machines  and  pavement    cafés,  it  has  become  a  meeting  place  for  all  kinds  of  people                33 from  all over  the  world,  whatever  the  hour  of  day  or  night.

So,  even  if  you  are  new  to  the  city,  you  don’t  have  to  try  hard  in  order  to  experience  the  real  London.  Despite  its  heavy  traffic  and  shaking  underground   railway,  it  is  still  one  of  the  world’s    greatest  and  most  cosmopolitan   cities.
